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Discussion Questions:​
 

1.​ When you receive good news or experience something exciting, who is the 
first person you want to tell? 

 
2.​ Share a time you were in a situation you didn’t feel ready for. What did it feel 

like? How did it turn out? 
 

3.​ Read John 20:21–23. Why do you think Jesus tied receiving the Holy Spirit 
so closely to being sent on mission? 

 
4.​ Pastor Sean pushed back on the idea that we’re the end goal of our 

salvation. When have you struggled to see your faith as part of something 
bigger than yourself? 

 
5.​ Read 2 Corinthians 5:17–21. Here, believers are called “Christ’s 

ambassadors.” What does it look like to represent Jesus in your everyday 
environments? (This could be your home, at work, school, the gym, etc!) 

 
6.​ Read 2 Timothy 1:7 out loud. Although fear is real, what has God actually 

given us? What fears most often hold you back from conversations about 
your faith? 

 
7.​ In John 9:25, the healed man says, “I was blind, and now I can see.” What is 

your version of that sentence? How has knowing Jesus changed you?
